— 1inspired by St. Mark’s account of Jesus’ healing a man
who was deaf and mute (cf. Mk 7:37).

Pope Benedict, commenting on the theme, reminds us
that through baptism we have been freed from “spiritual
deafness” and have become capable of listening to God’s
word and communicating it to others.
